1) News from 6 April 2010 L3 meeting
· L3 group was receptive to making an effort to evaluate the advantages and disadvantages of an “AP4” type of beam transfer to the Accumulator rather than the present MI-8 – Recycler – new line – P1 – P2 – AP1 – AP3 scheme.  Jim Morgan will report at the May Mu2e general Accelerator meeting (4 May 2010 ?).
· It is important to identify, within the next month, tasks that will require electrical or mechanical engineering support from the EE Support and Mech. Support departments.
2) A-D Line. Jim Morgan reported that the most feasible option investigated to date is one that utilizes the present D-A line in its present location with the Accumulator extraction kicker moved to a location 90 in horizontal betatron phase upstream of the extraction septum.
3) Kickers. Dave VanderMeulen has met with Chris Jensen and Chris Ader regarding use of the NOA kicker design for our kickers. Chris Jensen was optimistic that the NOA kickers would serve our purposes well.
4) RF. Steve Werkema met with Chandra Bhat and Mike Syphers regarding the transfer of Chandra’s ESME models to Steve (Chandra is going to CERN for a year). Dave Peterson and Steve will make an initial guess at number of cavities and impedances for each RF system so that these things can be incorporated into the model.
5) Debuncher resonance mapping beam study. No progress since the last meeting. Brian Drendel is working on a study procedure.
6) New rings drawing. Brian Drendel and Wes Mueller have produced a modified version of the Pbar Rings drawing in which all the stochastic cooling, various RF systems, and other equipment have been removed. The drawing is posted at:
